Mr. Orval Friedrich was raised in Elma, Iowa where he now lives.  He graduated from the University of Iowa in
Ames, and became a soil scientist.  While studying soils in Minnesota it became clear his training in evolution
did not explain what he found.  He left his profession to attend Free Lutheran Seminary in Furgus Falls and
Luther Seminary in St. Paul.  He taught in Iowa and Texas, and Pastored in Iowa and Missouri before retiring to
Elma.  He has uncovered and studied Viking artifacts in several states, including Minnesota and Iowa, showing
Vikings were here before Columbus.   His books Early Vikings and the Ice Age published in 1984 and Early
Vikings and the New World in 1995, as well as video taped lectures are available.
