Dr. Clyde Billington is Professor of Bible History at Northwestern College.  When he last spoke to us in 
November of 1996 his subject was the excavation of the ruins at Jericho, where he showed that the evidence 
exactly matches the Biblical account.    

This month Dr. Billington has chosen to speak on Sennacherib, the King of Assyria, who overpowered the entire 
region then threatened Jerusalem.  You may wish to read up on what happened before our meeting to enhance 
your understanding of the discussion.  The account is located in three passages: 2 Kings 18:13-19:37, 2 Chronicles 
32:1-21, and Isaiah 36-37.  When all seemed lost with no hope in sight, King Hezekiah turned to God.  Don’t we 
all have a tendency to look to God only after everything else has failed?  You may want to bring your Bible along. 

If you have not yet heard Dr. Billington, you are in for a real treat and a learning experience you will not soon 
forget.
