POLLEN PROBLEMS (For the evolutionist!)

In the 1980's, Creation Research Society repeated and

Definition of Evolution

Recently evolutionists have retreated from defending
abiogenesis and claim that it has never been considered
part of evolution. (It isinteresting that this has happened
after creationists effectively showed the physical
impossibility of life arising by natural processes.) Y et
this has not always been the case.

George Gaylord Simpson wrote: "Evolution isafully
natural process, inherent in the physical properties of the
universe, by which life arose in the first place and by
which all living things, past or present, have since
developed, divergently and progressively" ("The World
Into Which Darwin Led Us," Science, 1960, p. 969).
And, of course, for those who want to defend a
materialistic world view, it is absolutely essential that
there be anon-supernatural origin of life, and indeed of
matter, energy and time, whether they want to include it
under "evolution™ or give it a separate name.

If they say "we have no theory of the natural origin
of life," then it means that the only other choice -- a
supernatural origin -- must be the working
hypothesis.

what happened during Jesus’ crucifixion, “the sun
stopped shining” (Luke 23:45). “It was now about the
sixth hour, and darkness came over the whole land
until the ninth hour for the sun stopped shining.”
