Man is endowed with along attention span, wide angle
stereoscopic vision, and an exquisite hand with atruly opposable thumb. Of all creatures, it isonly in man
that there exists this powerful combination of visual skills, attentive abilities and a talented hand. These are
all necessary for close-in, prolonged eye-hand coordination.

The fifty-four bones of our two hands make up more than one fourth of the two hundred and six bonesin the
entire body. Thirty muscles move the bones of each hand. It isinteresting to note that the cortical areas of
the human brain devoted to controlling these muscles are larger than the combined areas that control the
chest and abdomen. Researchers have estimated that the human hand is capable of 58 distinct and precise
movements. Sir Isaac Newton said that the thumb alone would be enough to convince him of the existence

of a Creator.
