Have you considered...

...lightning as a super
fertilizer. You may think that lighting only brings
fear and sometimes destruction. What good is there
in lighting? Plants need nitrogen to grow green and
healthy ; our atmosphere is 78 % nitrogen. You may
think that plants take the nitrogen directly from the
air, but plants cannot. Our M aster Designer has
provided the means of getting that nitrogen into the
plants and that is through lightning. Lighting
actually coverts the nitrogen in the air to nitrous
oxide, which falls to the ground and enters the soil
were it can be used by plants. It is estimated that
electrical storms worldwide produce one hundred
million tons of usable nitrogen for our plants. You
could call lightning a super fertilizer! So, the next
time there is an electrical storm, thank God for

turning your lawn and garden green.
