This PowerPoint presentation will provide strong archaeological support for the historical accuracy of the 

Old Testament. Among the archaeological discoveries to be discussed are: The Ketef Hinnom Scrolls, the 

Shasu of Yahweh Inscriptions, the Tel Dan Stela, the Nabonidas Cylinder, the Elah Ostracon, the Hazor 

Law Code, and the Philistine Temple at Gath. You will even learn how to pronounce the words. 

Dr. Clyde Billington is a favorite speaker at NWC and at TCCSA meetings. He is able to bring archeology 

alive to hearers of all ages. Editor’s note: Dr. Billington’s talks have stuck with me more than any others we 

have had in 14 years.

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Have you considered… 

 ...the chickadee’s feet? Why doesn’t his feet freeze off during the winter? In 

fact, why don’t any of the birds we see in January, lose their feet during brutally cold winter days and nights? 

God designed the bird’s feet with a unique heating system. Bird’s have a network of arteries that take 106 

degree blood down to their feet. This close network of arteries and veins, called a “wonder net,” act as a heat 

exchanger never allowing the feet or the body to get dangerously cold. If evolution were true, how many feet 

had to freeze off before “Mother Nature” got it right? NO, the bird’s feet were designed by the Master 

Designer. That is why we see winter birds with feet intact. The next time you see a bird at your bird feeder, 

consider the chickadee’s feet.
