 ...pain can be your friend? What would life be like without pain? We have seen 

this in people with leprosy. Leprosy is not a skin disease but a bacterium that attacks the nervous system. 

Leprosy bacillus destroys nerve ending that carry pain signals so that people cannot feel anything including 

pain. When this happens they can easily injure themselves. People with leprosy can pick up a cup of boiling 

water without flinching. Many leprous patients have had their fingers eaten by rats in their sleep and not know 

it. Pain tells us something is wrong. It tells you when to slow down or when we have done too much. Nothing 

sends us to the doctor faster than an intense pain. If we never felt pain, we would rarely know something is 

wrong. Pain protects us. Dr. Brand who worked with people with leprosy declared, “I cannot think of a greater 

gift that I could give my leprosy patients than pain.”

TCCSA's STATEMENT OF BELIEF
