
Have you considered… 

 …that it does not take a long time for things to petrify? In a mining museum in Northern Minnesota 

visitors are surprised to see a sign next to some candlesticks, “petrified candles”. These hard as rock 

candlesticks were found in an underground mine. How could wax candles become petrified? Up until WW2 

the mines were dug underground, then they became open pit mines. As the miners were digging these open 

pits, they would come across the old shafts which contained past mining items. Candlesticks were one such 

item. Weekly rations of 5-6 candlesticks were given to each miner. He would attach one to his helmet and 

stash the others. Many of the underground mines were wet and had to be pumped.  

After WW2 the underground mines were closed; pumps were turned off and many of the mines became 

flooded with water. Some of the candlesticks were found to be petrified. How did they become petrified?  

Mineralized waters saturated the soft wax candles turning them into rocks. Does it take millions of years to 

petrify as commonly believed? No just the right conditions. The Minnesota Museum of Mining in Chisholm, 

MN have the candles on display.
